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Drones: Unmanned aerial vehicles equipped with cameras and
sensors can conduct surveys of construction sites to identify
potential hazards, monitor progress, and inspect hard-to-reach
areas without risking worker safety. They can also be used for
inventory management and security monitoring.

Artifcial intelligence: Al-powered algorithms can analyze
vast amounts of data from sensors, cameras, and other
sources to predict safety incidents such as falls or equipment
malfunctions before they occur. Al can also optimize resource
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
