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The Significance of Fall Protection Training

Besides OSHA’s mandate to provide fall protection training, 

the standard does not provide much clarity into the content of 

those trainings nor who is qualified to deliver these trainings. 

Enter the American National Standards Institute (ANSI). The 

ANSI Z359 code is a voluntary consensus standard that aims to 

keep fall protection manufacturers consistent and helps users 

with a more in-depth guide on implementing fall protection 

equipment.

It might be helpful to consider OSHA the “where, when, and 

why” fall protection is required, and ANSI can guide the “what 

and how” when selecting equipment and advising proper use. 

It’s important to remember that OSHA’s mandates are law, 

while ANSI’s mandates are voluntary guidelines. ANSI Z359 is a 

resource to guide the development of fall protection programs 

and is crucial in establishing an effective training program. It
